SUMMERFIELDS AT GURNEE HOMEOWNERS ASSOCIATION
COMMUNITY RULES
Please Note: The intent of these community rules are to help ensure proper neighborhood aesthetics, promote harmony, and maximize property value. While these rules are recorded to allow specific infractions to be submitted to the SAHGA Board of Directors, individual Homeowners are strongly encouraged to first discuss issues neighbor-to-neighbor before submitting a formal complaint.
I. Garbage/Recycling Bins can be stored outside only if they are approved for meeting the following aesthetic conditions: a) they are not visible from the front curb, and/or b) they are hidden within an enclosure that is well maintained. Approval must be obtained from the Architectural Board Committee
 prior to construction of any enclosure. Procedures: The Architectural Board Committee will respond to a formally submitted enclosure request, which includes the Architectural Request Form and required supporting documentation, that conforms to the Guidelines For Trash Can Outdoor Barriers. Upon receipt of approval the homeowner has 30 days to complete construction of the approved barrier or otherwise be compliant with this Community Rule #1. Fines: Homeowners that are not in compliance with this Community Rule #I will be given notice within 30 days of a complaint registered with the SAGHA B.O.D.  A second notice will be mailed to the homeowner within 30 days of the first notice if still non-compliant with this Community Rule #1. A fee will be assessed weekly starting within 10 days of the mailing of the second, and final, notification of non-compliance. [Rule approved by simple majority (60%) of SAGHA members during the SAGHA Special Meeting on April 29, 2009.]
II. Pets shall be restrained by a leash when outside the owners lot. Pets must not be allowed to roam to other lots or in common areas. All waste deposits made by your pet on Common Areas, and especially on a neighbor’s lawn, must be cleaned up immediately and properly disposed. Fines: Pet owners that are not in compliance with this Community Rule #II will be given notice within 30 days of a complaint registered with the SAGHA B.O.D.  A second notice will be mailed to the homeowner within 7 days of the first notice if still non-compliant with this Community Rule #II. A fee will be assessed weekly starting within 10 days of the mailing of the second, and final, notification of non-compliance. Any pet owner that receives written notice for more than three (3) separate infractions within a one-year period will start accruing fines within 7 days of any subsequent written notice.
III. COMMON AREA RULES: All Summerfields residents are entitled equal access to the subdivision common areas - particularly the park. Summerfields Commmon Areas are defined as the following: Outlot A - The creek/wetland area north of Summerfields Dr. between lots 6 and 7; Outlot B - The creek, path  and large wetland area and bounded by Summerfields Dr to the north, lot 1 and the park and retention pond to the west, Gages Lake Rd to the south and lots 42, 40,39,38,37,36,35,34,33, 30 and 29 generally to the east; Outlot C - The fire lane and gate east of Summerfields Dr. between lots 18 and 19; Outlot D - The retention pond at the southwest extreme of the property; Outlot E - The park, path and creek area behind lots 1, 2 and 3; The subdivision perimeter fence along Hunt Club and Gages Lake Roads is also considered common property and is maintained by SAGHA.
a. All weapons, whether real or toy, are not permitted in any common area. Banned items include, but are not limited to; guns, b-b guns, air-soft guns, cap guns, paint guns, rifles, shotguns, knives, darts, spears, or any such item that can obviously inflict harm or damage against another individual property or mimic an item that can obviously inflict harm or damage against another individual or property. NOTE: TOY WEAPONS ARE INCLUDED IN THIS BAN. Violations of this rule will result in an immediate call to law enforcement authorities without notice.
b. Destructive activities in the common areas will not be tolerated. Such behavior includes, but is not limited to; setting fires; destruction or removal of trees or vegetation in part or in full; graffiti; purposeful blockage of drains, tubes or creeks; damage, destruction or removal of park equipment, aeration equipment, fences, signs, pavement, non paved paths or access ways. Violations of this rule will result in an immediate call to law enforcement authorities without notice or contact from a SAGHA Board of Directors member, depending on the severity of the infraction, which may result in fines.
c. Wildlife found in the common areas are not to be disturbed, killed, dissected, removed or otherwise harmed in any way, except in an obvious self-defensive measure. SAGHA cannot assume responsibility for harm from indigenous wildlife. Violations of this rule will result in an immediate call to law enforcement authorities without notice or contact from a SAGHA Board of Directors member, depending on the severity of the infraction, which may result in fines.
d. Small trash such as paper cups, aluminum cans, and paper shall be deposited in the park trash receptacle, which is emptied by the landscape service, or removed by persons utilizing the common area. Large items are to be removed by the individual that brought them in. Equipment such as bicycles/tricycles, skateboards, roller skates, recreational equipment such as baseball bats, balls, etc, and appliances will not to be left in the common areas. Any unattended item found in the common area will be collected and disposed-of by a SAGHA B.O.D. agent. Any cost incurred for removal of items will be assigned to the responsible home owner(s.)
e. Swimming, snorkeling, scuba diving, ice skating, hockey, boating, rafting, skiing and any other form of recreation is not permitted on or in the retention pond.
f. Illegal drugs and paraphernalia, underage smoking, underage use of alcohol are not allowed in any common area. Violations of this rule will result in an immediate call to law enforcement authorities without notice.
g. Motor vehicles are not allowed in the common areas. This includes cars, trucks, vans, motorcycles, motorized bicycles, skateboards, etc. Electric carts operated by children under the age of 4 only when accompanied by a parent, or those operated by a person with a physical handicap are allowed.
h. Guests of Summerfields residents are welcome to enjoy the common areas and are subject to the same rules. Local guests require the homeowner to be present. Guests found to in flagrant violation of the rules will be banned from the area and could lead to revocation of homeowner common area usage rights for a specified period of time, not to exceed one year.
FINES: Fines shall be $20.00 per week per infraction, with a maximum accrual of $1,000.00 per infraction.

1) Fines will continue to accrue during the Architectural Board Committee approval process if the infraction has not been adequately resolved.

2) If a homeowner resumes non-compliance of any previously-addressed offense, fines shall resume 10 days after subsequent registered complaints (i.e., the out-of-compliance homeowner would not be entitled to another 60-day warning period prior to fines being resumed.)

3) The SAGHA Board of Directors reserves the right to defer/reduce fines due to extenuating circumstances.
